Class Discussion Questions and Resources
 for Lesson on Alliteration

1. How is spoken word poetry different from written poetry? How are they the same?

Examples of answers: 
· Written poetry - How the poem looks on the paper is important. Its shape can add to its meaning (a kid-friendly example is concrete poetry). https://www.poetry4kids.com/lessons/how-to-write-a-concrete-poem/
· Spoken poetry - how it sounds is more important than how it’s written on a piece of paper
· Both forms use poetic techniques like alliteration, rhyme, meter, simile and metaphor that help the reader feel an emotion or create images in their minds. 

2. Everyone does not pronounce or even hear words the same way, and that's okay. For instance, another word besides dragon that can be said/heard differently is tree. Some people hear that word as "chree" rather than starting with the "t" sound. Can you think of other words like that? 

Examples of answers: triangle (chriangle), train (chrain), triceratops (chriceratops), 
drag (jrag), drain (jrain), drum (jrum)

3. There are regional dialects/pronunciations in the United States and also other countries like England, Australia and Canada where people speak English but say words differently. They might hear a rhyming word where you don't! Can you think of words that may be pronounced differently in other parts of the U.S. or other English-speaking countries?

Examples of answers (Note that most languages have dialects where the same word can be pronounced differently. Here we are focusing on English.):

· “park the car” becomes “pahk the cah” in Boston
· Schedule: “SHED-ule” (British) vs. “SKED-ule” (U.S.)
· Aunt:  “ant” vs. “ahnt” - regional difference in U.S.
· Neither: “NEE-ther” vs. “NYE-ther” regional and (U.S. vs. British)
· Vitamin: VIT-ah-min (British) vs. VEYE-tah-min (U.S.)
· Caramel; CAR-muhl (U.S.) vs. CARE-ah-mel (Canada)
· Out: “Out” (U.S.) vs. “Oat” (Canada)
· About: “About” (U.S.) vs. “Aboat” (Canada)
